MISSION STATEMENT
To build a permanent memorial dedicated
to and honoring the military men and
women of the United States who served
their country during the 20th century.

The five major armed forces: Army, Navy,
Air Force, Marine Corps and Coast Guard
will be memorialized with larger than life
sized bronze sculptures by internationally
known artist and veteran, Ted Long of
North Platte, Nebraska

The five major conflicts of the 20th cen-
tury: World War |, World War I, Korea,
Vietnam, and the Persian Gulf, are de-
picted in the |5’ x 40’ brick bas-relief mu-
ral. Two bas-relief wing panels specifically
honor five major ethnic groups and the
women who served in the military during
the 20th century.

Along the walkway to the bas-relief mural
thousands of bricks showing the names of
veterans who have honorably served their
country are displayed on raised panels.
