Parkview Haven is a 51-bed skilled nursing
facility owned by the City of Deshler which
opened in 1968. The facility provides services
to Medicare, Private, and Medicaid individuals
and also offers adult day care and respite
care. Sixty employees in full, part-time, and
casual positions provide nursing, nursing
assistance, dietary, housekeeping, laundry,
social services, activities, and maintenance
services for the residents who make Parkview
their home. Meadowlark Heights Assisted
Living, which opened in 2002, has 12
apartments and offers support services,
supervision, monitoring and assistance to
promote independence to the tenants who live
there. A staff of 10 full, part-time and casual
employees provide the services necessary to
assist the tenants to remain self-sufficient.

Deshler Medical Clinic
was opened in 1996 as
the result of a
generous gift from the
Struve Foundation. It
is one of five satellite
clinics operated by
Thayer County Health
Services in Thayer
County. Open four
days a week, this clinic
provides the
community of Deshler

with easy access to routine medical care.
Thayer County Health Services has a 19 bed
hospital located just 10 miles from Deshler in
Hebron, NE. This facility provides full service
in-patient and out-patient care with over 30
specialty services available to patients.

Each summer the
Thayer County
Fair is held at the
fairgrounds in
Deshler. Fair
goers can enjoy
4-H and open
class exhibits, a
parade, livestock
shows and live
entertainment during the three day event.

An active Chamber of Commerce's
membership includes not only Deshler
businesses, but also many local residents,
who are interested in making Deshler the best
it can be. This organization sponsors many
events including the annual Easter Egg Hunt,
a winter event, Christmas promotion, City-
wide garage sales and the mid June Deshler
Daze celebration which includes many
activities geared for family entertainment.
During this celebration Deshler High School
alumni are welcomed home for the annual
Alumni Banquet and reunions.

With 380 employees, Reinke Manufacturing
Company Inc. (RMCI) is one of the area's
largest employers. The facility is located just
west of Deshler. The business was founded in
1954 by Mr. Richard Reinke on a farm just a
few miles south of what has become the
Reinke Corporate headquarters. Since then,
RMCI has grown into one to the largest
manufacturers of self-propelled irrigation
systems, flatbed trailers and container chassis
in the world. The company has 161 domestic
dealerships and 64 internationally.

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Welcome to Deshler!
Deshler is centrally located in Thayer
County, Nebraska. The city was founded
in 1887 when rural Friedensau was literally
picked up and moved to the present site
of Deshler to take advantage of the rail
road being built through the county.
Presently 880 live in the busy little hamlet.
At one time in its history, Deshler was
home to the world's largest broom factory
which contributed much to its growth.

The historic Oregon Trail and Pony
Express routes cross the county following
the path of the Little Blue River north of
Deshler. Hunting, fishing, hiking and bird
watching opportunities abound in the
surrounding countryside. Deshler offers
all the wonderful advantages of a safe,
friendly small town, but also takes pride in
a thriving business district.

The City of Deshler - which provides electric,
water, sewer and garbage services - has
offices at 305 E. Bryson Ave. Permits and
licenses can be applied for at this location.
The city clerk is available during business
hours Monday through Friday.

A large City
Park welcomes
visitors and
offers free
camping. A modern swimming pool, play
ground, picnic areas and ball fields are located
in the park.

A large library has served residents since
1951. Young and old can always find a good
current book, research family history through
microfilm files of the local newspaper, or take
advantage of the library's computers with free
internet access. A public meeting room is also
available.

Technicians and one First Responder. A new
Fire Hall was constructed in 1999. Strong
community support helps to keep equipment
maintained and updated.

Deshler Public
School is on the
forefront in the
areas of
educational
methods through
use of classroom
technology, and
scholarship college
preparation. High
school
organizations
include National
Honor Society,
Future Business
Leaders of America, Student Council and
Letterman's Club. High ideals are upheld in
extra-curricular activities and fine and
performing arts receive as much emphasis and
support as athletics. Elementary students not
only receive classroom instruction in the three
“R's”, but also receive specialized instruction in
music, art, computers, and physical education.
Deshler Lutheran School is a K-8 elementary
school. In association with St. Peter Lutheran
Church and Trinity Lutheran Church, a dynamic
Christian education has been offered to this area
since 1889. Parents and teachers work together
in partnership to educate children. The school is
accredited by the State on Nebraska and offers a
challenging academic program with many extra-
curricular activities. A caring family atmosphere
gives children a safe environment in which to
grow as Christians.
